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Forestry Update

Service Foresters work with private landowners to help them with the long term management of their woodlands. The first step in
managing your forestland is to have a clear objective or goal for your property. Some of these goals include:

e Recreation

e  Timber production

e Wildlife enhancement

e  Soil and Water protection

Once you have your goals established, you can meet with the Forester to start developing a Management Plan specific to your goals.

I have been working with landowners in Scioto County for over 25 years and would be happy to assist you with a plan

A few of the management activities landowners get involved with are Timber Stand Improvement (TSI) and Tree Planting. Il
discuss a few of the TSI activities below.

One of the best tools to use in a young woodland is called Crop Tree Release (CTR). In CTR, high quality trees are selected and
released. This gives them more room to grow and improves your woodland for wildlife and timber production.

Another TSI activity is grapevine removal. Grapevines, although they are native and good for wildlife, pose a health risk to trees.
Too many vines in a woodland can stress trees and even break tree tops. Foresters either recommend cutting the vines as they
work up a tree or use a combination of cutting and herbicide treatment.

The last TSI activity is deadening large cull trees. Often times after a timber harvest, the low valued trees are left in the woods
taking up valuable space for the next crop of trees. There are strategies to get these trees removed freeing up space for younger
trees.

The good news is that TSI activities can be included in the Federal EQIP Program offered by the NRCS Office. If you apply and are
accepted into the program, a portion of the labor and chemical costs for performing TSI activities on your property can be
reimbursed.
